Let’ talk about some interesting facts in Australia.

Student: Australia is the biggest island in the world. It is also the oldest land in
the world. During millions of years, wind and water have slowly taken the earth from

the hills and filled valleys with it. Although there are some mountains along the east

coast, and some along the west coast, the center of the country is very flat. Australia
Is located in the southern hemisphere. That is why it has summer when we have
winter and it has winter when we have summer. It is interesting to know, that January
is the hottest month in Australia. It is called “down under”. The Australian continent
Is washed in the north by the Timor and Arafura Seas and Torres Strait, in the east by
the Tasman and Coral Seas, in the South Indian Ocean, and Bass Strait.

Student: Australia was discovered by the Portuguese in the 16-th century. The
northern and western coast of Australia were discovered by the Dutch in the early
17-th century and named New Holland. Tasman discovered Tasmania in 1642,
Dampier was the first Englishman to visit Australia. The land was unattractive and
the continent remained undisturbed until 1770, when the English navigator captain
James Cook chartered the entire eastern coast, named region around it New South
Wales, and claimed it for Great Britain. The history of modern Australia begins as
recently as the first English settlement in 1788; the relatively short period of time
since then has witnessed the whole process of development from a tiny convict
settlement to a highly complex modern industrial society.

Student: | want to tell you about one of the most beautiful sight in Australia. |
mean Blue Mountains. They are covered with forests of blue-colored eucalyptus tree.
The air above the forest contains millions of microscopic drops of eucalyptus oil.
When the sun shines, the air of the Blue Mountain is really blue. The Great Barrier
Reef on the coast of Queensland is a garden under the sea. There are 1400 different
kinds of fish, and more than 300 kinds of coral.

Student: Australia has been isolated for long periods of time, so there has been
little exchange of animals with the rest of the world. Australia is known to be the land
of marsupials. The best-known animals are the kangaroo, the koala and the dingo.
The kangaroo and emu can be seen on Australian’s coat of arms. The kooka-burra is
another interesting bird. It can not sing, but laughs like a human. Some people like
cane toads and keep them as pets or write songs about them. They are as big as

footballs! In the forests of Tasmania you can see Tasmanian devil (marsupial
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wolf).Australia has many national parks, where wildlife is protected. If you go there,
you will see a huge variety of plants and animals.1500 species of fish live in the
Great Barrier Reef Marine Park.
